“Between the Tick and the Tock”

We live in a digital world. My guess is that nearly all of us live our lives according to the time of
digital devices. Digital clocks, digital watches, digital phones—one or more of these devices
screeches at us in the morning to alert us to the fact that it is time to start our day.

Of course, digital clocks make no noise

as they count the time. Each second passes without a beep, chirp, or ding. But if we were to
remind ourselves of the time before digital clocks became so prevalent, we would remember that
clocks used to count every second with a tick and a tock.

If you said “tick tock” today, most people would assume you were talking about TikTok! The social
media platform has that name because the videos are all quick to watch, just as the clock’s “tick
tock” is only a matter of a second.

But if you think back to that sound, “tick, tock; tick, tock; tick, tock,” you might realize that there
are actually three moments of time. There is the tick, there is the tock, and there is the moment
between the tick and tock. The “in between” moment takes place when you’ve already heard the
tick but not yet heard the tock. It is a moment of anticipation.

One preacher delivered a sermon called “Living Between the Tick and the Tock.” It got me
thinking about that moment of anticipation. In our Bible class on Sunday morning we’ve been
studying the book of Romans. One of the themes we’ve encountered in Romans, especially
chapter 8, is actually a pervasive theme throughout Scripture: we are living in the “already-not
yet” of God’s promises. In other words, we are living “between the tick and the tock.”

For example, Romans 8:12-17 describes the fact that Christians are already adopted into God’s
family. “All who are led by the Spirit of God are sons of God,” says verse 14. In verse 15 we read
that we “have received the Spirit of adoption.”

However, we then read in Romans 8:18-25 that the fullness of our adoption has yet to take place.
We are presently “groaning inwardly as we wait eagerly for adoption as sons, the redemption of
our bodies” (v. 23).

In other words, we are living “between the tick and the tock.” We are already God'’s children, but
we are not yet fully experiencing life “at home with the Lord” (2 Cor 5:8). We live in the moment
of anticipation—of expectation—as we await the final and full experience of all God’s promises.

On the one hand, life between the tick and tock is hard since we are awaiting the full joy that is to
come and going through the hardships of life; on the other hand, it is easy because we are even
more confident in God fulfilling his promises than we are that the tock will follow the tick!
