Person, Proclamation, and People 

Everett Ferguson once wrote, “God gave a person, then a proclamation, and then a people.” What 
he meant was that this was the way that God has worked, and is working, in the world to bring 
salvation to humanity. But Ferguson is far from the original source of that message—it is the 
foundational message of the very first sermon. 

When Peter preached on the Day of Pentecost to the people in Jerusalem in Acts 2, he started out 
by talking about the prediction God gave in the prophets about what had come to pass (Acts 2:17-
21). But then he set out to deliver to them the message of God’s saving work. 

First, God gave a person: Jesus Christ. The sermon begins simply in Acts 2:22: “Men of Israel, hear 
these words: Jesus of Nazareth… That’s where it begins: Jesus. Jesus came into the world at just 
the right time, according to “the definite plan and foreknowledge of God” (v. 23). He was 
confirmed and witnessed to by signs and wonders (v. 22). Paul tells us that Jesus’ birth into the 
world came about “in the fullness of time” (Gal 4:4). And of course, the person God gave to the 
world was killed by the world (v. 23). He bore our sins, but even the grave couldn’t contain him (v. 
24)! 

So, after giving a person God then gave a proclamation. After Jesus lived, died, and rose from the 
dead, the work of Christ was announced! It was shared!  It needed to be proclaimed among all 
creation (Matthew 28:19-20). Notice that Peter shifts gears when he says in v. 23, v. 32, and v. 36: 
“this Jesus.” He has an announcement to make about why this Jesus did something that matters. 
He needs to share it. 

He announces this Jesus died (v. 23), this Jesus rose (v. 32), and that this Jesus died because of us 
(v. 36). And when the proclamation was heard and the people cried out in despair, Peter 
proclaimed that forgiveness could be found in Christ! (v. 38) 

And so, on that great day when 3,000 were immersed into Christ, God created a people. He gave a 
person, the person was proclaimed, and the person formed a people: “And the Lord added to their 
number daily those who were being saved” (v. 47)! 

Really and truly, our message today is the very same as Peter’s was then. Our goal is to proclaim 
the message of good news through the person of Jesus Christ that the world might be invited to 
join the people of God and enjoy everlasting life!
