Between the Pages 

McKay’s is a used bookstore that has locations in Nashville, Knoxville, and Chattanooga. I’ve nearly 
always had a passion for reading so I’m always on the lookout for a good book, and I prefer to save by 
purchasing most of my books “used” rather than new. So, naturally, I always stop by a McKay’s 
anytime I’m near one. 

Recently I stopped by the one in Nashville while we were traveling. I came out with five great books 
and spent a grand total of $11.50–not bad, if you ask me! The other day I was reading one of them and 
as I turned the pages something fell out from between two pages. 

It was a ticket, seemingly unused, to a museum in Montreal, Canada. The actual place is rather 
interesting to read about: the Pointe-À-Callière museum is built upon the ground where Montreal was 
founded in the mid-1600s. But there was also a sense of curiosity about what the person who held this 
ticket had planned, why they stuck it in the book which I now own, and why they never went to the 
museum at all.  

I got to thinking, though, about our Bibles. While the actual copy of your Bible may be “new,” certainly 
the words on each page are “used.” While there may not be something literally stuck in between 
pages, there is no question that between each page of Scripture there are millions of stories. 

There are stories of people whose blood can be found on the pages, hurriedly hiding their copy of one 
of the books after having endured a beating for their faith. Stories of people who stumbled upon a 
particular psalm in a time of intense spiritual agony, finding rest and healing through prayer. Stories of 
excitement as wedding vows were placed between the pages of Genesis 1-2 as a happy couple awaited 
making their lifelong covenant together. Stories of people who stuck a picture of their wife between a 
page as they left home having been drafted into a war. Stories of parents gathered around a rocking 
chair or a crib in order to read to their sons and daughters, often creating their own paraphrases along 
the way.  

Yes, there are stories between every page. The pages are stained with everything from blood, tears of 
sorrow, tears of joy, coffee, crayons, dirt, and more. Between the pages we could find bookmarks, 
letters from relatives, pictures, teddy bear fur, gum wrappers, and that’s barely scratching the surfac.  

You may not be able to see it at first glance, but I promise that you can find it all between the pages if 
you just stop and quietly listen.
